socioeconomic changes between 
2014 and 2024, compile the neces-
sary index in implementing the 
Myanmar Sustainable Develop-
ment Plan (MSDP) and develop 
the national statistic system to 
contribute the national strategy.

Although there were 41 
questions in the 2014 census, 
there were 68 questions in 2024, 
adding 27 new questions to re-
ceive more precise data.  

Some of the examples of 
additional data questions are 
the main reasons for not joining 
school in the education sector 
and waste system or sanita-
tion system for household data. 
These questions are practical 
facts for the government to con-
sider in order to fulfil the needs 
of the people in the education, 

health, and social sectors. The 
census team will collect data 
at homes from 7 am to 6 pm, 
and they will inform the date 
in advance. The census-taking 
process is not concerned with 
whether the people have a 
household census form 66/6 or 
from 10, CSC, or whether they 
are ethnic people or citizens. 
However, all the data of the peo-
ple in Myanmar territory will be 
enumerated within the census 
reference timeframe except 
for those who are not included. 
Moreover, the tax will not be lev-
ied, and action will not be taken 
against the possessions based 
on the census. There is no need 
to worry about the family mem-
bers residing abroad as there 
is no occasion to take action. —

Additionally, the census 

is being conducted in 22 enu-
meration areas in Zabuthi-
ri Township, including two 
locations in Wunnatheikdi, 
two in Thukhatheikdi, two 
in Danatheikdi, one in Bala-
theikdi, two in Mingalatheik-
di, two in Bawgatheikdi, one 
in Nyanatheikdi, two in Pyin-
nyatheikdi, two in Shwekyap-
in Ward, one in Thabyaygon 
Ward, two in Aungzabyu Ward 
II, and one in Telgyigon Vil-
lage-tract. 

The census will collect 
information on family mem-
bers of departmental heads, 

national staff, and residents 
in the designated areas, co-
ordinated with the township 
census oversight committee, 
ward census committees, and 
support teams using house-
hold questionnaires (68 ques-
tions) via mobile tablets. The 
collected data will be sent to 
the Nay Pyi Taw office server 
using the CAPI system.

In Nay Pyi Taw Council 
Area, the 2024 population and 
housing census will cover 271 
enumeration areas, with 23 
supervisors and 88 enumer-
ators assigned according to 
the designated locations. Eth-
nic communities are urged to 
collaborate for their benefit 
and the nation’s interests.

The census will be con-
ducted from 1 to 15 October.

Myanmar rolls out Nationwide Census Collection 
Myanmar’s Nationwide Census Collection is underway across states, regions and Nay Pyi Taw Union Territory.
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ON the morning of 10 
September 2024, the 2024 
Conference of Global Pub-
lic Security Cooperation 
Forum and Sub-forum on 
Safe Development were 
held in Lianyungang City, 
with the theme of “Building 
High-Level Security, Fos-
tering High-Quality Devel-
opment Together”. As the 
representative of central 
State-owned enterprises 
(SOEs), Datang Dapein (1) 
Hydropower Station in My-
anmar won the “2024 Over-
seas Security Excellent 
Practice” award. A total of 
10 projects in the national 
state-owned assets system 
won this award, including 3 
in the power industry.

The Datang Dapein 
(1) Hydropower Station 
in Myanmar is the fourth 
largest power station in 
Myanmar. The power 
station is located on the 
Dapein in Kachin State in 
northeastern Myanmar, 
a region with a complex 
and sensitive security sit-
uation that has been go-
ing on for a long time. The 
project has permanently 

attached great importance 
to project and personnel 
security. By establishing 
a sound organizational 
leadership system, imple-
menting stringent securi-
ty precaution measures, 
and consistently integrat-
ing security precaution 
measures closely with the 
local culture, over time, the 
power station has become 
integrated with the local 
community. From the ini-
tial proactive prevention to 
the current voluntary pro-
tection by the local govern-
ment and ethnic groups, 
a highly unified security 
system between the Chi-
nese and Myanmar gov-
ernments and the people 
has been gradually formed.

On the one hand, the 
power station relies on 
the Power Station Secu-
rity Management Com-
mittee to establish the 
Emergency Response 
Leadership Group, with 
the enterprise’s Chief Re-
sponsible Person acting as 
the Group Leader and the 
Security Director acting 
as the Managing Deputy 

Group Leader. The power 
station regularly holds se-
curity meetings to assess 
the security situation and 
coordinate the implemen-
tation of the relevant secu-
rity requirements of both 
the Chinese and Myanmar 
governments. The power 
station has actively imple-
mented a “Station Leader 
Responsibility System”. At 
the same time, it has estab-
lished a dedicated Security 
Office to set up a foreign 
affairs communication 
mechanism to strengthen 
contact with Myanmar-re-

lated departments and 
ensure the collection and 
alarm of information. The 
power station has actively 
participated in the joint 
prevention and control 
mechanism of the central 
State-owned enterprises in 
Myanmar under the State-
owned Assets Supervision 
and Administration Com-
mission of the State Coun-
cil and implemented joint 
prevention and control 
through collaboration with 
the competent authority 
of the Yunnan Provincial 
Foreign Affairs Office and 

the Border Public Securi-
ty Mangxian Checkpoint, 
to enhance risk response 
capabilities.

On the other hand, the 
power station has actively 
fulfilled its social respon-
sibilities and promoted lo-
cal people’s livelihood and 
economic development. 
Since its commissioning, 
the power station has sup-
plied a total of 800 million 
kilowatt hours of electricity 
and paid approximately 42 
million US dollars in taxes. 
At the same time, the pow-
er station has trained many 
employees for the Ministry 
of Electricity and Energy 
of Myanmar and actively 
promoted local employ-
ment to support Myanmar 
employees in growing into 
the backbone workforce. In 
addition, the power station 
also organized employees 
from Myanmar to study in 
China to promote cultural 
exchanges and strengthen 
economic and cultural ties 
between China and Myan-
mar. The power station has 
also actively participated in 
social assistance, donated 

money and supplies to help 
disaster-stricken people, 
and received high praise 
from the local govern-
ment and people, signif-
icantly reducing the risk 
of damage to the power 
station. While enhancing 
its own development, the 
Dapein Hydropower Sta-
tion has strengthened its 
connection with the local 
community based on social 
responsibility, leading to 
voluntary protection of the 
power station by the local 
military force, civilians and 
government.

In the next step, Da-
tang Dapein (1) Hydro-
power Station in Myanmar 
will further implement 
and improve its long-term 
overseas security mecha-
nism to ensure that it can 
effectively address vari-
ous security challenges in 
a complex and changing 
international environment, 
maintain the high-quality 
and healthy development 
of central SOEs abroad 
and promote the friend-
ship between China and 
Myanmar through fusion.

THE Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) 
sold over US$13.1 million and 1.8 million 
yuan on 30 September. 

CBM notified on 27 September that 
it would sell five million yuan and 30 mil-
lion Thai baht to importers through the 
foreign exchange trading platform in the 
coming week.

CBM sold $84,170 on 27 September, 
$40,000 on 26 September, over $12.8 mil-
lion and 700,000 yuan on 25 September 
and $22.6 million on 23 September. 

CBM also announced on 20 Septem-
ber that it would inject $30 million into 
the fuel oil sector. Then, it sold over $1.2 
million and 800,000 yuan on 20 September. 

CBM pumped over $8.5 million and 
two million baht on 19 September and 
over 3.2 million baht on 18 September 
into the financial market. According to 
the CBM notification dated 17 September, 
it would sell 10 million baht to importers 
on 18 September. 

CBM sells US$13M, 1.8M 
yuan on 30 September

It also injected $30,000 on 17 Septem-
ber, $5 million on 16 September, $230,000, 
over 1.5 million yuan and over 956,000 
baht on 13 September into the financial 

market. 
CBM announced on 12 September 

that it would pump $10 million into the 
fuel oil sector and $7 million into the 

edible oil sector through the foreign ex-
change trading platform. It sold $12.4 
million and 80 million baht on 4 Septem-
ber, $90,0000 on 5 September and $100,000 
on 6 September, $90,000 on 5 September 
and $12.4 million and 80 million baht on 
4 September, respectively. 

Moreover, CBM sold over $190 mil-
lion, 19 million yuan and 79 million baht 
in August.

CBM aims to curb the instability in 
the foreign exchange market and the 
devaluation of currency. According to 
CBM’s notification on 15 March, it has 
been joining hands with law enforcement 
agencies to combat and prosecute those 
who attempt to manipulate the currency 
market under the existing laws.

As far as I 
can see, the plant kingdom would 
have lived together with the ani-
mal kingdom or even alive earlier 
than it since the very existence of 
this world. Whatever is said, vast 
numbers of plant species belong 
to the plant kingdom as well, and 
they are still natural presents to 
human beings today. According 
to Biology, plants are often clas-
sified as trees or big tall plants, 
shrubs or medium-sized plants 
of medium height, and herbs or 
small short plants, but in this 
article, I will use the term ̀ trees’ 
only to cover all the plants as a 
whole.

Like this, trees are 
spreading distributively all the 
way on the Earth with world life, 
beauty and energy.

How are trees working on 
Earth? According to my infor-
mation, a scientific hypothesis 

tonce stated that the beginning of 
human life would be the fusion of 
a kind of algae and solar energy. 
This might lead to humans of 
today, from the point of view of 
evolution. Let it be. It is certain 
that trees are constantly provid-
ing infinite support to both living 
humans and the world day after 
day. In the main, the trees are 
able to carry out gas exchange, 
i.e. the inhaling of carbon dioxide 
and exhaling of oxygen into and 
out of plants during their process 
of photosynthesis.

Figuratively 
speaking, the persons who are 
watching and paying back this 
carbon debt are trees only. What 
is more, trees are autophytes; in 
other words, their ̀ master chef ’ 
leaves mostly make their own 
food from sunlight, carbon diox-
ide and water using their pigment 
chlorophyll, which is also called 
autotrophic nutrition of plants 
in Biology. Hence, we humans 
and other animals that are het-
erophytes do not need to fight 
for food against trees. There is 

no interspecific competition be-
tween us and trees for nourish-
ment at all!

In today’s world, `climate 
change’ is not a sheer term; it is 
a global threat to all animals and 
humans living on the Earth. The 
year 2024 is supposed to be the 
world’s hottest year by almost all 
people from every corner of the 
globe. Undoubtedly, the coming 
years after 2024 will be hotter than 
now, as far as I am concerned. 
And nowadays, mass flooding, 
landslides or storm-tossed death 
and destruction in the monsoon 
season, and drought or glacier 
melting in hot summer become 
much worse natural disasters in 
the world than expected. Really, 

greenhouse gases like carbon di-
oxide, which is even used for dry 
ice and chloroform, are naturally 
good for humans by giving the 
whole world adequate warmth 
after sunset, especially if they are 
contained in small amounts in 
the atmosphere. But `enough is 
enough’, as the saying goes. Ow-
ing to urbanization and industri-
alization, the amount of GHGs is 
extremely rising in nearly every 
area of the world, especially in 
developed countries. Now, Ching 
Mei City in Thailand is stand-
ing on the top of the list of the 
hottest ASEAN countries by the 
year 2024. As far as I am aware, 
Chauk in the Magway Region of 
Myanmar shot to the top of the 
hottest world region list this year. 
Clearly, such climate changes 
always have a close relation with 
trees. After all, climate change is 
simply the world’s cry of despair 
on neglected human activities, 
most notably overlogging.

The roots of a tree tend to 
fix firmly at any place where it 
grows. This by itself can prevent 
soil damage from strong river wa-
ter flow and high winds. Also, the 
dense growth of trees automat-
ically stops fierce storms from 
intensely entering inland parts, 

and such growth acts as a natural 
barrier to these parts, making 
less storm damage break out 
than normal. But without trees 
– particularly mangrove forests 
in coastal regions _ natural dam-
age limitation cannot be done as 
mentioned above. Even worse, 
when trees are cut down or burnt 
for fuel, carbon is given to break 
loose from the trees to my cer-
tain knowledge. By the time this 
carbon combines with oxygen 
from the atmosphere, gases like 
carbon monoxide and carbon di-
oxide are formed, as usual. Too 
many of those gases will certainly 
make the world a scorched en-
vironment in the not-too-distant 
future. Out of human activities re-
lated to the natural environment, 
coal mining or burning fossil fu-
els – petroleum, coal and natural 
gas – is the worst. We cannot or 
must not control nature, yet we 
are able to conserve nature as 
much as we can. All animals, in-
cluding humans, must rely on 
nature for their survival chances. 
Quite apparently, trees will give 
off moisture and have a cooling 
effect on humans, mainly those 
who are feeling blistering heat in 
the summer.

To cut a long story short, 

almost every tree all around 
the world keeps the natural 
environment green, beautiful, 
clean and healthy. Without any 
deforestation, the entire world 
would turn out to be greener and 
cleaner even than before, caus-
ing little or no natural damage. 
And animals will not face the 
loss of their habitats. Also, trees 
are home to birds and leopards. 
Global climate change depends 
on forests to an obvious extent. 
As to trees, there can be found 
some Myanmar sayings: Weather 
and climate depend upon forests 
(ဥတရုာသီ တောကုိ မီှ၏), Plants keep 
the wind clean as well as gardens 
and woods make the mind fresh 
(ပနး်မန်သစ်ပင် လေသန့်စင်၍ ဥယျာဉ် 
တောတနး် စိတ်ရွှင်လနး်၏), Plant 
trees in our world to make it 
scenic and greenish (သစ်ပင်စိုက်
ပါ တိ့ုကမ္ဘာ၊ သာယာလှပ စမ်ိးမြမြ). Of 
course, trees even play an essen-
tial role in the non-living world, 
which means that the beauty of 
trees is put forth and written in 
poetry and stories by nature-lov-
er authors.

Try to think. Rarely does the 
whole body of a tree have any 
useless thing. Thus, we ought to 
plant as many trees as possible 
for our lifetime happiness. 

WHEN someone with an emo-
tional issue or mental illness 
struggles with the idea of see-
ing a therapist in person, there 
is now another option: speaking 
to an artificial intelligence (AI) 
therapist through a WeChat mini 
program.

The AI therapist can answer 
questions about mental health, 
conduct mental health assess-
ments and judge a person’s emo-
tional state by capturing facial 
expressions with the camera on 
the mobile phone. It was pre-
sented at the two-day 2024 World 
Computing Conference held this 
week in Changsha, the capital of 

central China’s Hunan Province.
“The AI therapist will reply 

accordingly with its diagnosis 
and recommendations, speak-
ing in an appropriate tone that 
should help comfort the person,” 
said Yu Min, executive dean of 
the innovation research institute 
of Hunan Trasen Science & Tech-
nology Corp Ltd, developer of the 
AI medical system.

People can also reach out to 
an AI doctor that can diagnose 
users after they describe their 
symptoms. It can also carry out 
traditional Chinese medicine 
tongue diagnosis and provide 
recipes and exercise recom-

mendations to achieve improved 
balance and harmony within the 
body.

“Traditional models cannot 
meet the need to develop such 
systems in medical services, 
which require a high level of ac-
curacy. However, fast-developing 
computing power has provided 
us with strong support to develop 
this medical system in a more 
accurate way,” Yu said.

According to Pan Yunhe, 
an academician at the Chinese 
Academy of Engineering, new 
models are expected to help us 
become more knowledgeable and 
work toward preventive treat-

ments for diseases in the coming 
years if data gathered from phys-
ical examinations, disease cases, 

families and regions is combined.
With extreme weather 

events increasing in frequency, 

computing power also has a huge 
role to play in the prevention and 
control of natural disasters.

Computing empowers medical services, disaster warning capabilities
Individuals hesitant to see a therapist in person can 
now consult an AI therapist through a WeChat mini 
programme, which assesses mental health and emo-
tional states via facial recognition.

Thanks to a disaster mon-
itoring and early warning plat-
form, six households in Dayin-
gang Village, Hunan’s Changde 
City, were able to relocate before 
a landslide occurred due to a 
week of rainfall in June.

The platform, developed by 
Hunan BDS Micro-chipset Data 
Technology Co Ltd, is able to cap-
ture subtle changes in mountains 
by deploying high-precision mon-
itoring equipment and sensors 
based on the BeiDou Naviga-
tion Satellite System, said Long 
Pengyu, the company’s deputy 
general manager.

“The platform can analyze 
the monitoring data to determine 
the mountain’s status and predict 
natural disasters such as mud-
slides and landslides more than 
three hours in advance of their 
occurrence,” he said.

The prevention of geological 
disasters such as landslides is an 
important task during the flood 

season in Hunan. Landslides de-
velop quickly in extreme weather, 
and early warnings can now be 
sent via radio and text messages 
to help residents relocate in ad-
vance to avoid deaths, injuries 
and financial losses, Long added.

To date, the monitoring and 
early warning platform has been 
applied in more than 10 provinces 
in China.

“With accelerating techno-
logical innovation and algorithm 
improvement, we now have bet-
ter warning results and accuracy 
levels. As a developer, we’re also 
making efforts to reduce costs 
so that the platform can be used 
over a wider range and benefit 
more residents,” he said.

The scale of China’s comput-
ing industry reached 2.6 trillion 
yuan (about US$370 billion) in 
2022, according to official sta-
tistics.

As part of the celebra-
tions, Myanmar will continue its 
tradition of honouring the oldest 
living grandparents in each state 
and region with a cash reward of 
K1 million each.

 Additionally, a documentary 
on the welfare and rights of old-
er people was screened during 
the event. The Union minister, 
deputy ministers, and commit-
tee members for elder care 
also donated essential goods, 
medicines, and monetary gifts 
to senior citizens.

to ensure the safe trips for the 
train passengers and transport 
the goods at low prices. 

Then, the Myanma Railways 
director reported on the train 
services of No 15 up and No 16 
down for the Yangon-Bago sec-
tion using DEMU trains and the 
Yangon circular railway upgrade 
project. 

After the ceremonial pro-
cedures, the chief minister and 
party cordially greeted the pas-
sengers of the No 15 Yangon-Ba-
go Up train and gave presents 
to them. Moreover, the chief 
minister and party took a short 
ride with the No 15 DEMU train 

from the Yangon Railway Station 
to the Toekyaungkalay station.

Misinformation fuels Tatmadaw-public

UNDER the supervision of the 
Illegal Trade Eradication Steer-
ing Committee, legal action is 
being taken nationwide against 
illicit trading activities. During 
inspections on 24 and 30 Septem-
ber, combined teams managed by 
the Customs Department seized 
various industrial materials and 
consumer goods that were not in 
accordance with the Import Dec-
laration (ID). At the Myanmar 
Industrial Port, they impounded 
two types of industrial materials 
and one type of consumer goods, 
with a total value of approximate-
ly K1.16 billion from 16 containers. 
Additionally, at the Asia World 
Port Terminal container check-
point, they found five types of in-
dustrial materials and one type of 
consumer goods valued at about 
K1.75 billion from 47 containers, 
all lacking official documentation. 
They also confiscated auto spare 
parts worth K1.36 million without 
proper documents at the Yan-
gon International Airport (Import 
Desk). The action was carried out 
following Customs procedures.

On 30 September, a com-
bined team from the Taninthayi 
and Mandalay Region Illegal 
Trade Eradication Task Forces 
seized two types of industrial 
materials worth K34.15 million 
in Myeik Township, as well as 
four types of industrial materials 

and ten types of consumer goods 
valued at K76.56 million, which 
were transported in two trucks 
without official documents (ap-
proximately worth K63 million) 
at the Kyweltatsone checkpoint. 
This operation also adhered to 
Customs procedures.

Moreover, the on-duty teams 
confiscated ten unregistered mo-
torbikes valued at around K3.7 
million in the Magway and Thayet 
Districts, as well as illegal timber 
weighing 5.098 tonnes and worth 
K693,355 in Pathein District. The 
action was executed under the 
Export-Import Law and the For-
est Law.

The Illegal Trade Eradica-
tion Steering Committee report-
ed that 44 arrests were made on 
24 and 30 September, with an 
estimated total value of K3.108 
billion in confiscated goods. —

China ranks first in driving world economic 
growth from 1979 to 2023
OVER the past 75 years 
since the founding of 
the People’s Republic of 
China, the country’s eco-
nomic strength, scientific 
and technological capabil-
ities, and overall national 
power have significantly 
increased, and its interna-
tional influence has great-
ly expanded, according to 
a report from the National 
Bureau of Statistics.

From 1979 to 2023, 
China’s economic growth 
averaged 8.9 per cent an-
nually, far exceeding the 
average global economic 
growth of three per cent 
during the same period. 

China’s average annual 
contribution to world eco-
nomic growth was 24.8 per 
cent, ranking first in the 
world, according to the 
report.

Following are some 
highlights of the country’s 
economic achievements 
over the past 75 years:

— In 1952, China’s 
GDP was only US$30 bil-
lion. In 1978, China’s GDP 
increased to $149.5 billion 
dollars, accounting for 
1.7 per cent of the world 
economy. Since the reform 
and opening up, China’s 
economic aggregate has 
continued to expand. 

In 2023, China’s GDP 
reached $17.8 trillion, ac-
counting for 16.9 per cent 
of the world’s total and 

solidifying its position as 
the world’s second-largest 
economy.

— In 1985, the number 

of invention patent appli-
cations in China was 8,558. 
This number had soared 
to 526,000 by 2011, making 
China the world leader in 
this area. As of the end of 
2022, China’s number of 
accepted applications for 
invention patents reached 
1.619 million, firmly se-
curing its position as the 
world leader.

— In 1950, China’s 
foreign trade of goods 
was only $1.1 billion, ac-
counting for 0.9 per cent of 
the world’s total. In 2013, 
China became the world’s 
largest goods trading na-
tion. By 2023, China’s total 

goods trade had reached 
$5.9 trillion, accounting for 
12.4 per cent of the global 
share, and has consist-
ently ranked first in the 
world for seven consecu-
tive years.

— Service trade has 
also undergone tremen-
dous expansions. At the 
beginning of the founding 
of the People’s Republic 
of China, China’s service 
trade was almost zero. In 
2023, the country’s total 
service trade import and 
export volume reached 
$933.1 billion, ranking 
fourth in the world.  — 
Xinhua

Russia, China settling 
95% of payments 
in own currencies - 
ambassador to Beijing

TODAY, 95 per cent of set-
tlements between Russia 
and China are carried out 
without the participation 
of third-country curren-
cies, Russian Ambassador 
to China Igor Morgulov 
said in an interview with 
Sputnik. 

In March-April of 
this year, a slight decline 
was observed in bilateral 
Russian-Chinese trade. In 
particular, in March, for 
the first time since 2022, 
the total export of goods 
from China to Russia 
decreased year-on-year. 
Many attributed this to the 

difficulty of mutual settle-
ments. 

Trade between China 
and Russia increased by 
26.3 per cent to a record 
$240.11 billion in 2023. Rus-
sian and Chinese leaders, 
Vladimir Putin and Xi 
Jinping, previously set 
the goal of doubling trade 
from $100 billion a year in 
2018 to $200 billion by 2024, 
a figure that was reached 
in November 2023. Russia 
and China celebrate the 
75th anniversary of the es-
tablishment of diplomatic 
relations on 2 October. —

Qatar Airways to buy minority stake in 
Virgin Australia
QATAR Airways has 
reached a deal to buy a 
minority stake in Austral-
ia’s second-largest airline, 
Virgin Australia.

Virgin Australia an-
nounced on Tuesday that 
Qatar Airways will acquire 
a 25 per cent equity stake in 
the airline from its owner, 
Bain Capital, pending ap-
proval by the government’s 
Foreign Investment Re-
view Board.

Under the proposed 
deal, Virgin Australia plans 
to launch flights from Syd-
ney, Melbourne, Brisbane 
and Perth to Doha. Jayne 
Hrdlicka, chief executive 
of Virgin Australia, said 
that the proposed long-
haul services would gen-
erate an economic benefit 
of three billion Australian 
dollars (US$2.07 billion) to 
the Australian economy 
through incremental visi-

tor flows over the next five 
years. “This partnership 
brings the missing piece 
to Virgin Australia’s longer-
term strategy and is a huge 
vote of confidence in Aus-
tralian aviation,” she said in 
a statement. “Importantly, 
it will further strengthen 
Virgin Australia’s ability 
to compete over the long 
term, which will inevitably 
translate into more choice 
and even better value air-

fares for consumers.”
Virgin Australia is the 

country’s second-biggest 
airline and is the only com-
petitor to Qantas, and its 
budget carrier Jetstar, on 
major domestic routes.

In April 2020, Virgin 
Australia became one of 
the first major airlines in 
the world to collapse during 
the COVID-19 pandemic 
when it entered voluntary 
administration. — Xinhua
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UNGA general debate 
concludes with call for 
ceasefire in Middle East

THE General Debate of the 79th 
session of the United Nations 
General Assembly (UNGA) con-
cluded on Monday, with UNGA 
President Philemon Yang 
calling on Israel, Hamas and 
Hezbollah to urgently conclude 
a ceasefire. In his concluding 
remarks, Yang said the world 
has seen an extremely dramatic 
escalation of violence between 
Israel and Hezbollah in Leba-
non in the past few days, warn-

ing that escalation risks causing 
war in the entire Middle East 
region. “As we speak, peace in 
the Middle East is hanging deli-
cately on a shoestring! There is 
pervasive tension and uncer-
tainty in the region,” he said.

“The world must not allow 
an all-out war to happen in this 
volatile region,” he stressed.

Yang called on all those 
with influence on the parties to 
demand an immediate cease-

fire and dialogue, and urged all 
states supplying weapons to the 
region to desist from such ac-
tions and “give peace a chance”.

Emphasizing that negotia-
tions and diplomatic solutions 
must take precedence over bru-
tal force, he said the Charter of 
the United Nations instructs 
that member states settle their 
disputes peacefully, so as not to 
endanger international peace 
and security. — Xinhua

Malaysia plans to create national cloud 
policy, AI regulatory framework

Dozens killed after bus catches fire in 
Thai capital Bangkok

NORTH Korea’s Kim Jong Un 
would face the end of his regime 
if he used his nuclear weapons 
against the South, its president 
said Tuesday, as Seoul staged a 
parade showcasing its military 
prowess.

Fighter jets flew over down-
town Seoul and tanks rolled 
through the streets, as South 
Korea displayed weaponry in-
cluding its largest ballistic mis-
sile, the Hyunmoo-5, which is ca-
pable of destroying underground 

bunkers, for the first time.
The event, which marks 

Armed Forces Day in the South, 
comes as relations between the 
two Koreas are at one of their 
lowest points in decades, with 
Pyongyang declaring the South 
its “principal enemy” and mov-
ing nuclear-capable weapons to 
the border.

“If North Korea attempts to 
use nuclear weapons, it will face 
the resolute and overwhelming 
response of our military and the 

US and Republic of Korea alli-
ance,” Seoul’s President Yoon 
Suk Yeol said.

“That day will be the end of 
the North Korean regime,” Yoon 
said, addressing thousands of 
service members gathered at 
Seoul Air Base for the event.

Washington stations tens of 
thousands of troops in South Ko-
rea to help defend it against the 
North, and Seoul — which has no 
nukes of its own — is covered by 
the US nuclear umbrella. — AFP

S Korean president warns North of 
‘regime end’ if it uses nukes

MALAYSIA plans to create a national cloud policy and artificial 
intelligence (AI) regulatory framework, Prime Minister Anwar 
Ibrahim said on Tuesday.

The national cloud policy will focus on four core areas, namely 
boosting public service innovation and efficiency, promoting eco-
nomic competitiveness and growth, strengthening user trust and 
data security and empowering citizens through digital inclusivity, 
he said at a ground-breaking ceremony for Google’s new US$2 billion 
data centre and cloud region in the country.

“We aim to position Malaysia as a hub for generative AI and 
investments from tech partners will be critical in building a robust 
and secure digital infrastructure,” Anwar said.

In line with efforts to position Malaysia as a competitive player 
in the global AI landscape, he said the government is establishing the 
National AI Office to coordinate all initiatives related to AI technology.

Anwar said the government aims to achieve several key out-
comes in the next 12 months including to complete its AI Technology 
Action Plan (2026 to 2030) and the establishment of a regulatory 
framework to increase adoption of ethical and sustainable AI tech-
nology. — Xinhua

AROUND 25 people were killed and several others missing after a bus 
carrying passengers on a school trip in Thailand’s capital Bangkok 
caught fire on Tuesday, senior officials said.

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Transport Suriya Jun-
grungreangkit said the single-decker bus carrying 44 passengers 
on board, including six teachers and 38 students, from a school in 
northern Uthai Thani province became engulfed in flames shortly 
after midday. Nineteen passengers were rescued from the coach and 
rushed to hospitals for treatment, Suriya told reporters.

In a social media post, Prime Minister Paetongtarn Shinawatra 
offered her condolences to the families of the injured and deceased, 
assuring them that the government would pay for their medical 
bills and compensate those who had suffered losses as a result of 
the incident. — Xinhua

Ishiba elected Japanese PM,  
unveils cabinet lineup

SHIGERU Ishiba, leader of Japan’s 
ruling Liberal Democratic Party 
(LDP), was officially elected the 

country’s prime minister on Tuesday after 
winning a majority of votes in both houses 
of parliament.

The Japanese Diet convened an ex-
traordinary session in the afternoon to 
choose the new prime minister. As the 
ruling coalition led by the LDP controls 
both chambers, 67-year-old Ishiba received 
291 of 461 votes in the House of Represent-
atives and 143 of 242 votes in the House of 
Councillors.

After the special Diet session, the 
67-year-old veteran politician unveiled his 
cabinet lineup consisting of 13 first-time 
appointees, two reappointments and four 
returning ministers with previous cabinet 
experience.

He will later be formally inaugurated 
in a ceremony at the Imperial Palace and 
hold a press conference in the evening to 
lay out his policy priorities.

In the new cabinet, former Defence 
Minister Takeshi Iwaya became minister of 
foreign affairs, while former Defence Min-
ister Gen Nakatani once again returned to 

the post. Yoshimasa Hayashi, the top gov-
ernment spokesman under Kishida, will 
retain the post of chief cabinet secretary.

Katsunobu Kato, one of Ishiba’s com-
petitors in the LDP race, will take the posi-
tion of finance minister, while Yoji Muto will 
serve as minister for economy, trade, and 
industry. Only two women were appointed 
to the cabinet: Toshiko Abe as minister of 
education, culture, sports, science, and 
technology, and Junko Mihara as minister 
for children’s policies, reducing the num-
ber of female ministers by three compared 
with the Kishida cabinet. — Xinhua

Hungarian President Tamas Su-
lyok said that China has become an 
important force on the international 
stage, and that Hungary is willing to 
continue to be China’s partner, deep-
en cooperation in various fields and 
achieve common development goals.

German President Frank-Walter 
Steinmeier said that China actively 
responds to global challenges includ-
ing the climate change, adding that it is 
more important than ever to carry out 
close and practical bilateral coopera-
tion. He believed that Germany-China 
relations will continue to consolidate 
and deepen. — Xinhua

Israel says launches Lebanon ground 
offensive, escalating conflict
THE Israeli army said it 
launched a ground offensive in 
Lebanon and that its forces en-
gaged in clashes Tuesday, fur-
ther escalating the conflict after 
a week of intense air strikes that 
killed hundreds.

The UN peacekeeping mis-
sion in Lebanon said, however, 
the Israeli operation did not 
amount to a “ground incursion” 
and while Hezbollah denied any 

troops had crossed the border, 
an Israeli security official said 
localized raids had taken place 
and they were limited in scope.

There was no way to imme-
diatly verify the claims, which 
came as Israel targeted south 
Beirut, Damascus and Gaza, 
despite international calls for 
restraint to avoid a regional con-
flagration.

Israeli Defence Minister 

Yoav Gallant warned the fight 
was far from over, even after a 
massive strike on Beirut killed 
Hezbollah chief Hassan Nasral-
lah on Friday. His death dealt a 
heavy blow to the Iran-backed 
group.

The Israeli military said its 
forces, backed by air strikes and 
artillery, carried out “limited, lo-
calized, targeted operations” in 
Lebanon. — AFP
