Cyclonic Storm “FENGAL’ News,

Cyclonic Storm “FENGAL"

According to the observations at (17:30) hrs
MST today, the Deep Depression over Southwest
Bay of Bengal has moved north-northwestwards and
has intensified into a Cyclonic Storm “FENGAL?. It is
centred at about 680 nautical miles west-southwest
of Coco Island (Myanmar), 160 nautical miles south-
east of Chennai and 150 nautical miles east-south-
east of Puducherry (India). The centre pressure of
Deep Depression is 998 hPa and maximum wind
speed near the centre is 40 miles per hour.

It does not intend to move towards Myanmar

coasts at the present stage and therefore the Cy-
clonic Storm “FENGAL is coded as yellow stage.
Forecast

It is likely to move west-northwestwards and
may cross North Tamil Nadu near Puducherry
(India) around 30 November 2024.

Due to the Cyclonic Storm “FENGAL’, rain
are likely to be isolated to scattered in Nay Pyi
Taw, Lower Sagaing, Mandalay, Magway, Bago,
Yangon, and Ayeyawady Regions and Shan, Chin,
Rakhine, and Kayah States from tonight to 30 No-
vember 2024.

Railways must be fenced
with proper drainage systems
for prevention of possible traffic
problems while carriages, rail
tracts and overpasses must be
upgraded, he added.

The Senior General had
lunch together with the staff of
the Locomotive Factory (Insein).

The government is conduct-
ing a series of research to run
electric trains to ensure smooth
transport of commodities and
passengers. In the past, MR used
RBE locomotives on short trips
and diesel locomotives on long
trips. Electric lines must be in-
stalled for running electric trains
along the railways. It needs to
take a long time to prepare for
the projects with a large sum of
costs. As battery technology im-
proves, BEMU locomotives and
BELSs can be used in the future
as part of reducing environmen-
tal impacts and saving natural
resources. Hence, BEMUs and
BELs can soon be seen on the
railways for providing rail trans-
port to the people.

Currently, more than 3,800
miles of railways have been built
in total together with 962 rail-
way stations across the nation.

Which Performance Objectives Should Be Defined in Education?

technology also includes

correction and revision of
instruction based on the results
of empirical testing. Hence, it
is essential that the desired
outcomes of the designed in-
struction be stated clearly and
unambiguously. These out-
comes are often referred to, in
various ways, as behavioural
objectives, learning objectives
or performance objectives. Be-
fore the start of any instruction,
what learners will have been
able to do after the instruction,
what they could or did not do
before the instruction, and how
they can be different after the
instruction should be brought
into question.

Here, precision in the defi-
nition of objectives meets the
need for communication of in-

INSTRUCTIONAL design

structional purposes and evalu-
ation. Thus, objective definitions
ensure that what is evaluated
and what is communicated as
an intended learning outcome
have a common meaning. An
objective is described precisely
when it communicates to anoth-
er person what would have to be
done to observe that a stated
lesson purpose has been ac-
complished. For the objectives
written to specify outcomes,
the five-component objective
states the situation in which
performance is done, the type of
learned capability, the object of
performance, the specific action
the learner takes in employing
the capability, and the tools, con-
straints or special conditions as-
sociated with the performance.

Obviously enough, what the
learner does is highly depend-

ent on the situation. An objec-
tive must specify the features
of this situation for certain. It
may sometimes be desirable
to involve a description of en-
vironmental conditions under
which the behaviour is per-
formed on the job. Some of the
problems with the use of be-
havioural objectives arise from
ambiguity about what type of
learning outcome the demon-
strated behaviour represents.
But this ambiguity can be re-
duced within the objective by
including an indicator of the
type of learned capability being
shown as Discriminate, Identify,
Classify, Demonstrate, Gener-
ate, Adopt, State, Execute, and
Choose. Also, the object com-
ponent indicates the content of
the learner’s performance. And
the action verbs such as Match,

Write, Speak, Discuss, Point, Se-
lect, and Draw describe how the
performance is to be completed.
These learned capability verbs
and action verbs work together
but are not in the same use to
do a task when it comes to se-
quencing the objective. In some
situations, the performance will
require the use of special tools,
certain constraints or other
particular situations that may
imply other prerequisite skills
which must be learned before
the target skill can be evaluated
adequately.

On deciding what type of
learning outcome the instruc-
tion aims to produce, objectives
would be written for each of the
above-mentioned nine types of
learning, beginning with the five
subordinate kinds of intellectu-
al skills. Firstly, discrimination

performance always consists of
being able to see, hear or feel
the same or different stimuli.
Secondly, concrete concepts re-
quire that the learner be able to
identify one or more instances
of a class of items. Thirdly, a de-
fined concept classifies objects
or events, expressing the rela-
tionships among the attributes
and functions of the concept.
Fourthly, a rule is an internal
capability that governs one’s
behaviour and enables one to
demonstrate a relationship
among concepts in a class of
situations. The inferred capa-
bility is that of demonstrating
an appropriate response to a
class of stimulus situations
possessing establishing rela-
tionships. Fifthly, a problem is
one in which the learner selects
and uses rules to find a solu-

tion in a novel situation. What
the learner acquires during the
process of problem solving is
a new higher-order rule which
is also a synthesis of rules and
concepts. This higher-order rule
may then be used by the learner
so as to solve other problems of
the same type.

Through cognitive strate-
gies, internally directed control
processes regulate and moder-
ate other learning processes.
Again, it is important to differ-
entiate between the product
of a cognitive strategy and the
statement of the strategy itself
as an outcome of instruction. In
general, learners apply existing
strategies that have worked in
the past. Verbal information re-
fers to facts and figures that can

be verbalized orally. Individuals
can learn extremely long verbal
chains and recall them verba-
tim without having any compre-
hension of what words mean.
An essential characteristic of
verbal information learning is
that it consists of propositions
that are semantically meaning-
ful. However, some behaviours
could do with their expression in
coordinated, precise muscular
movements. When an attitude
is given as the desired learning
outcome, it is a choice of per-
sonal action that the learner is
expected to exhibit.

In brief, teaching-learn-
ing objectives are the life of an
education system. Any teach-
ing-learning process without
objectives looks like a dead

thing, that is, it will be in vain
whatever amount of energy and
effort is consumed by anyone.
Out of educational objectives
that are established so often,
these performance objectives
or behavioural objectives are
the most fundamental, I believe.
Psychologically in education, the
learning process should come
into a behavioural change of the
learner. In other words, a learn-
er’s past behaviour must have
changed to a greater or lesser
degree while and after the teach-
ing task is carried out. So, as
many appropriate performance
objectives as possible need to be
set in a lesson plan before the
whole teaching-learning activi-
ty. If not, this teaching-learning
activity will go to no effect au-
tomatically.

Refer-
ence wholesale prices set for
Yangon on 29 November were
K3,015 per litre of Octane 92,
K3,180 for Octane 95, K2,655 for
diesel and K3,290 for premium
diesel.

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CBM sells 4.97M baht on 28 Nov

THE Central Bank of Myanmar
(CBM) sold 4.97 million baht on
28 November and 3.21 million
baht on 27 November.

Itinjected over 1.79 million
yuan on 26 November after
sales of 17.8 million baht and
US$25,000 on 22 November into
the financial market.

It sold 50 million baht to
importers through the foreign
exchange trading platform on
21 November.

CBM sold over $3,900 on
21 November, $24 million on 20
November, $20 million and 100
million baht on 19 November
and over $12,000 on 18 Novem-
ber as well.

CBM announced on 16 No-
vember to sell $35 million to fuel
oil importers on 16 November.

CBM injected US$400,000
into the financial market on 14
November. It sold 14.5 million
baht on 12 November; after an-
nouncing to sell 15 million baht
to importers on 11 November.

It sold over 800,000 yuan on
11 November, over 2.17 million
yuan and $3,000 again on 8 No-
vember after sales of over 2.1
million baht, two million yuan
and over $3,300 on 7 Novem-
ber and about $9,000, 490,000
yuan and 1.2 million baht on 6
November.

It announced on 5 Novem-
ber the sale of seven million
yuan and 20 million baht to im-
porters on foreign exchange
trading platforms. CBM sold
$15 million, 1.5 million yuan and
100.8 million baht on 4 Novem-

ber.
CBM injected over $91 mil-
lion, over 9.8 million yuan and
over 610 million baht into the fi-
nancial market in October 2024.
CBM aims to curb the in-
stability in the foreign exchange
market and the currency de-
valuation. According to CBM’s
notification on 15 March, it has
been joining hands with law en-
forcement agencies to combat
and prosecute those who at-
tempt to manipulate the curren-
cy market under the existing
laws. CBM allowed authorized
dealers (private banks) to op-
erate online foreign exchange
trading freely as per the market
rate depending on supply and
demand, starting from 5 De-
cember 2023. — NN/KK

Yangon Region targets market access, value-
added production for bamboo industries

ACCORDING to Yangon Re-
gion's northern district Small
Industries Department, bam-
boo-based traditional domes-
tic businesses in Yangon Re-
gion are being supported for
market access and production
of value-added products.

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Father of PlayStation says ‘everyone
told us we would fail’

THE PlayStation, one
of the most successful
gaming consoles of all
time, was initially met
with scepticism. Three
decades ago, its crea-
tor, Ken Kutaragi, faced
immense challenges

convincing both game
developers and Sony ex-
ecutives that his console
would succeed.
“Everyone told us we
would fail,” Kutaragi told
AFP in a rare interview.
With revolutionary

3D graphics and grown-
up titles like “Tomb Raid-
er” and “Metal Gear Sol-
id”, the device first hit
shelves on 3 December,
1994.

Despite the doubts,
Kutaragi was determined.

Ken Kutaragi overcame skepticism to create
PlayStation, revolutionizing gaming with 3D
graphics and iconic titles.

Sony used its music industry experience to develop a new distribution model for gaming

consoles. PHOTO: AFP

At the time, the gaming
industry was dominat-
ed by two-dimensional
games like Super Mario
Bros, and CGI was a rar-
ity, even in Hollywood.

Executives at Sony
feared the PlayStation
would tarnish their rep-
utation as producers of
high-end electronics,
and Japanese game de-
velopers were reluctant
to embrace the idea of
3D real-time gaming, a
seemingly impossible feat
at the time.

Undeterred, Kutara-
gi pushed forward with
his vision of a console ca-
pable of groundbreaking
3D graphics and sophis-
ticated games like Tomb
Raider and Metal Gear
Solid.

The PlayStation,
launched on 3 December,
1994, revolutionized the
industry. It eventually be-
came a household name,
with the PlayStation 2,
the top-selling console of
all time, selling over 160
million units. — AFP

Canada watchdog sues Google over ‘anti-
competitive’ ad tech

CANADA'S competition
watchdog announced
Thursday it was taking
Google to court, accusing
the company of “anti-com-
petitive behaviour” in on-
line advertising,.

Ads are typically
bought and sold through
automated auctions and
managed by businesses us-
ing ad tech —a system that
also decides which online
advertisements people see
when they visit websites.

A Competition Bu-
reau investigation found
that Google is the largest
provider of these tools in
Canada. Commissioner
Matthew Boswell said in a
statement it “has abused

Google’s advertising practices are also subject to
investigations or proceedings in Britain, the EU and the

its dominant position... by
engaging in conduct that
locks market participants
into using its own ad tech
tools”. The watchdog ac-

cused Google of giving
its own tools preferential
access to ad inventory, at
times selling ads at aloss to
block rivals, and dictating

terms for the use of others’
ad tech tools.

Boswell said he would
ask a tribunal to level the
playing field by forcing
Google to sell two of its ad
tech tools and pay an un-
specified penalty.

Google spokesman
Dan Taylor said the com-
pany is prepared to fight
the allegations that he said
“ignore the intense compe-
tition (in this sector) where
ad buyers and sellers have
plenty of choice”.

France’s competition
watchdog fined Google 220
million euros in June 2021
for favouring its own servic-
esin the online advertising
sector. — AFP

‘Black Friday’ deals
target inflation-weary
US consumers

THE annual Black Friday
shopping day has always
been about finding the best
deals, but this year retail-
ers are preparing for a US
consumer more zealously
fixated than ever on get-
ting value for their money.

Inflation has stabi-
lized after dramatic price
spikes during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic years, but
consumers are still feel-
ing the pinch — meaning
bargain-hunting strategies
such as grabbing early
giveaways and waiting
for last-minute steals are
in vogue.

Compared with other
years, holiday shoppers
in 2024 are “even more
preoccupied and very fo-
cused around value and
discounts”, said Vivek
Pandya, leading insights
analyst at Adobe Digital
Insights.

“We do see stronger
price sensitivity on the
part of the consumer and
they are very responsive to
deals and event-tie deals,”
he said.

Consumers through-
out 2024 have responded to
special discount occasions
such as Memorial Day and
Amazon’s “Prime Day”.

Black Friday, the un-
official kickoff of the US
holiday gift season, comes
the day after Thanksgiv-
ing and opens a long com-
merce-centred weekend
that also includes “Small
Business Saturday” and
“Cyber Monday”.

In recent years, as
inflation has grown as a
concern, major chains like
department store Target
have been pulling ahead
“Black Friday” promo-
tions to October or even
earlier. — AFP

Israel PM again warns Iran after top diplomat
talks of revising nuclear doctrine

IRAN will hold nuclear talks with
Britain, France, and Germany on
Friday, just days after a UN cen-
sure over its lack of cooperation
and ahead of US President-elect
Donald Trump’s return to office.

Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu said Thursday that
Israel would do “everything” to
stop Iran acquiring a nuclear
weapon after Iran’s top diplo-
mat warned it could end its ban
on developing one if Western
sanctions are reimposed.

The renewed war of words
between the Middle East foes
came as Iran prepares to hold
key nuclear talks with Euro-
pean governments on Friday
which have been overshadowed
by their joining with Washing-
ton to have Tehran censured
by the UN atomic watchdog.

“I will do everything to
prevent it from becoming a
nuclear (power), I will use
all the resources that can be

used,” Netanyahu told Israeli
broadcaster Channel 14 in an
interview.

Israel is the region’s sole,

if undeclared, nuclear-armed
state. It has long made prevent-
ing any rival from matching it
its top defence priority.

Netanyahu said Tuesday
that the ceasefire that went
into effect in Lebanon the fol-
lowing day would allow Israel
to focus on Iran. He did not
elaborate on what action he
envisaged.

Iran launched two missile
barrages at Israel over the
past year in retaliation for the
killing of leaders from Hamas
and Hezbollah, as well as an
Iranian general.

Israel responded both
times with limited attacks on
Iran, most recently bombing

Google buys 27-mln-euro land in
Finland for data centre expansion

GOOGLE has acquired a
27-million-euro (28.5 million US
dollars) land parcel in Finland
to expand its data centre oper-
ations, the Finnish government
announced on Thursday.
Metsahallitus, Finland’s
state forest property adminis-
trator, has been authorized to
sell approximately 1,400 hec-
tares of land near Kajaani, a
northeastern town that serves

as akey hub for data centre ac-
tivities. The government noted
in its press release that land
transactions of this size are
rare in Finland.

Google has been operating
data centres in Finland since
2011, with its campus in Hami-
na currently employing around
400 full-time staff, according to
the release.

In Finland, Google built its

first data centre in Hamina, a
city located approximately 145
kilometres east of the country’s
capital Helsinki, in 2009. In May
this year, the US tech giant an-
nounced a new one billion-euro
investment to expand its Ham-
ina campus, which is expected
to create more jobs in the next
two years, according to local
media reports. (1 euro = US

At least 15 dead, 113 missing, after
Uganda landslides

LANDSLIDES in several villages in eastern Uganda have killed 15 peo-
ple and left more than 100 unaccounted for, police said on Thursday.

The East African country hasbeen deluged by heavyrainsin the
past few days, with the government issuing a national disaster alert
after reports of flooding and landslides.

Landslides late on Wednesday hit the village of Masugu in the
eastern Bulambuli district, about five hours from the capital, Kampala.

Images on local media showed huge swathes of fallen earth
covering the land.

“A total of 15 bodies have been retrieved,” the Ugandan police
said in a statement posted on X, adding that a further 15 people had
been admitted to alocal hospital.

“Unfortunately, 113 people are still missing, but efforts are un-
derway to locate them," it said.

The statement said five villages — Masugu, Namachele, Natola,
Namagugu, and Tagalu — had been impacted.

District commissioner Faheera Mpalanyi said that six bodies,
including that of a baby, had been recovered so far from Masugu

village. — AFP

Swiatek given one-month ban for

WHO wants bird flu surveillance stepped up

The WHO is calling for more vigilance to prevent potential

human-to-human transmission.

THE World Health Organization
on Thursday urged countries to
step up surveillance for bird flu
after the first case was detected
in a child in the United States.

A small but growing number
of H5N1 avian influenza infec-
tions have been detected in hu-
mans around the world in recent
years, WHO epidemic and pan-
demic preparedness and preven-
tion director Maria Van Kerkhove
told a press conference.

“What we really need glob-
ally, in the US and abroad, is
much stronger surveillance in
animals: in wild birds, in poultry,

in animals that are known to be
susceptible to infection, which
includes swine, which include
dairy cattle, to better understand
the circulation in these animals,”
she said. — AFP

Israel conducts first
strike on Lebanon since
ceasefire

ISRAEL said it conducted an air strike on a Hezbollah weap-
ons facility on Thursday, the first since a ceasefire in the war
in Lebanon took effect.

The truce, which cameinto force on Wednesday, seeks to
end awar that has killed thousands in Lebanon and sparked
mass displacements in both Lebanon and Israel.

The war began with Hezbollah firing into Israel in sup-
port of its Palestinian ally Hamas and its unprecedented 7
October attack on Israel.

Israel shifted its focus from Gaza to Lebanon in Septem-
ber to secure its northern border from Hezbollah attacks,
dealing the Iran-backed Shiite Muslim movement a series
of heavy blows.

Lebanon deployed troops and tanks on Thursday across
the country’s south, where Hezbollah has long held sway,
where only the army and UN peacekeepers are to maintain
apresence under the terms of the ceasefire.

“A short while ago, terrorist activity was identified in
a facility used by Hezbollah to store mid-range rockets in
southern Lebanon,” the Israeli military said, adding that “the
threat was thwarted"” by its air force.

Nazih Eid, mayor of Baysariyeh in south Lebanon, told
AFP a strike had hit an area of his town. — AFP
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
